3.2 Definitions

OMA work uses definitions from [RFC2778] and [3GPP PS]. The definitions in those documents are not reproduced here except for some fundamental definitions that are quoted for easier reference. This chapter adds some definitions that are required for application level presence discussions.

	Term
	Definition

	Application
	In this specification, any application that has access to Presence Service via either WV/CSP, SIP/SIMPLE or WSI. [What’s the difference to “Presence Client”? 

	Application Server
	As specified in 3GPP IMS, more precisely, SIP Application Server, a.k.a. SIP APPSE. Presence Service can be implemented as a SIP APPSE, and in the case of 3GPP IMS networks, must be implemented in this way. [3GPP2 point of view missing!]. A likely use case is that other Application Servers will want to use Presence Service.

	Interoperability
	In general: Implementations of the same specifications by different vendors interoperate. In particular: For example, a Sony-Ericsson mobile phone Presence client can use services provided by Siemens Presence server, or presentities belonging to domains of presence services from separate vendors can watch each others presence information.

NOTE: Is this too narrow? Should this include more “enabler-enablers”, for instance: “A networked gaming application works the same no matter which vendor supplies the Presence Service.”

	Interworking
	In general: solutions to a similar problem that are based on differing technologies interwork if they can use each other’s services transparently. In particular: making WV-based and SIP/SIMPLE-based Presence Services work together. Appropriate requirements in this paper define to what extent this should be possible.

	Presence
	Not to be used except for in general contexts. Reason: not clear whether this refers to Presence Service, a presentity’s Presence Information, or something else in the writer’s mind.

	Presence Client
	Any entity using Presence Service. This may be an application in the mobile phone, a SIP APPSE, a desktop application, etc.

	Presence Enabled Application
	An application that depends on Presence Service.

	Presence Enhanced Application
	An application that can make use of Presence Service.

	Presence Service
	From 3GPP TS22.141, V6.2.0: “The capability to support management of presence information between watchers and presentities, in order to enable applications and services to make use of presence information.”

In this document, the logical functionality to be implemented by vendors that enables the above.
