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1 Reason for Contribution

The visibility of changes of presence and availability conditions shall be reserved to those subscribers that are entitled to watch them.

2 Summary of Contribution

Make changes of the presence condition visible to those that are entitled to see them.

3 Detailed Proposal

The current version of the PoC RD seems to allow all current PoC session participants to see the change of presence conditions, whether or not the individual participant is entitled to do so. Therefore it is proposed to change the relevant chapter according to the proposal below:

6.2.4.1 Unavailable

A PoC subscriber SHALL be able to change his Presence status to unavailable.  This action SHALL have no effect on the PoC subscriber’s ability to send or receive talk bursts in PoC sessions, in which he is participating at the time he changes to “unavailable” condition.  The indication of “unavailable” SHOULD be delivered to other participants in his current PoC session(s) that are entitled to receive them. Whether or not a subscriber is entitled to receive “unavailable” conditions is subject for the subscribers Presence subscription profile and SHALL not be overruled due to PoC service enabler.  A detailed reason for the “unavailable” condition MAY be notified to the participants in his current PoC session(s).

If a PoC subscriber is invited to join a PoC session and his Presence status is “unavailable” for incoming PoC session invitations, the invitation is rejected, 
A PoC subscriber MAY be able to receive instant personal alerts when his Presence status is “unavailable”.
