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1 Reason for Contribution

PoC RD chapter 6.1. currently states requirements which should be re-considered. This contributions highlights few but important aspects for to be re-investigated.

2 Summary of Contribution

To set-up PoC session or invite others to join, typically a PoC subscribers address other PoC subscribers, not necessarily their mobile terminals!! Bearing in mind what the MSISDN stands for, it is proposed to rephrase relevant sentences in the high level functional requirements to address the subscriber instead the terminal. Additionally an adequate approach is proposed for the URI addressing.

A chapter in 6.1. concentrates on the rules for incoming PoC session invitations, it is called “accept list”, and it allows a PoC subscriber to define rules how to treat incoming PoC session from other PoC subscribers. The “accept list” contains the PoC subscriber’s identities from which the owner of the list wants to accept invitations. Additionally the owner of the “accept list” is able to specify whether the all-incoming PoC session from those originators that are members of “accept list” shall be taken automatically or manually. This approach means that ALL list members are treated in the same way; a differentiation into “auto accept” and “manual accept” is not foreseen. It is proposed to improve the current situation and allow the “accept list” owner to apply either automatic accept or manual accept to each list member separately.

Inter-working of an OMA specified PoC service enabler with enterprise PoC compatible solution should be possible, but it is not mandatory! Typically the enterprise PoC compatible solution has to be adapted for inter-working needs.

3 Detailed Proposal

6.1 High-Level Functional Requirements

· It SHALL be possible to address PoC subscribers using an MSISDN.

· It SHALL be possible to address POC subscribers using an URI.

6.1.5.2. PoC accept / reject list and answer mode management

On the reject list the PoC subscriber maintains the identities of PoC subscribers and/or PoC groups from whom the PoC subscriber does not wish to receive PoC session invitiations. 

On the accept list, the PoC subscriber maintains the identities of PoC subscribers and/or PoC groups from whom the PoC subscriber agrees to receive PoC session invitations. The accept list SHALL allow the owner of the list to identify the answer-mode for each member on the accept list. The answer mode is applicable to PoC subscribers and/or PoC groups.In case the answer mode is set to “automatic”, a PoC session invitations from the accept list PoC subscribers and/or PoC groups SHALL be answered automatically. In case the answer mode is set to “manual”, PoC session invitations from the accept list PoC subscriber and/or PoC groups SHALL be presented to the called PoC subscriber for manual treatment.


The PoC service entity SHALL maintain a list of sources per PoC subscriber that are to be rejected with no noticification to the PoC subscriber.

The PoC service entity SHALL reject PoC session invitations destined for a PoC subscriber when he has notificed the service provider that he wishes to reject all PoC session invitations from the specificed sources.

Support of PoC Usage in Enterprise/Corporate Environment

The following requirements applicable to PoC usage in enterprise/corporate environment are in addition to other requirements covered throughout Chapter 6:

· The PoC Service Entity SHOULD be able to interact with a corporate PoC systerm.

· When interacting with a corporate environment, the PoC service entity SHOULD ensure that private addresses used within the corporate environment are not exposed, shared or broadcast to PoC subscribers outside of the corporation.
