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1 Reason for Change

The current version of the RD indicates that the PoC subscriber presence status SHALL change from Reachable to Busy if the PoC subscriber engages into a PoC session. However, the current version of the RD doesn’t mandate that the presence status is changed to Reachable when the PoC subscriber is not participating in any PoC sessions. The addition of a SHALL will enforce the PoC presence status of the subscriber back to Reachable and complete the status cycle. 

This change was agreed to on a discussion on the OMA-RD-DEV mailing list.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.2.4.2 Busy

If a PoC subscriber is invited to join a PoC session and is busy for incoming PoC  sessions, the PoC service enabler MAY invite the subscriber to join the session initiated by the inviting subscriber.

If the invitation is accepted, the Presence status of the invited PoC subscriber stays “Busy”.

If the invitation is not accepted, the inviting subscriber SHALL be notified that the invited subscriber was busy. The invited subscriber SHALL not participate in the on-going PoC session

If the PoC subscriber ceases to be engaged in any PoC session, the Presence status SHALL be changed to “Reachable”.
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
