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1 Reason for Change

OMA mandate is to produce application-level, access network agnostic specifications based on IETF, 3GPP and 3GPP2 specifications. For SIP/SIMPLE, IETF specify protocols and syntax, whereas 3GPP and 3GPP2 specify how the protocols are implemented in practical networks, such as IMS or MMD. However, little is said about the semantics of what is going to be transferred over the network using the protocols. This is a problem because too many degrees of freedom are left open.

The motivation behind this CR is manyfold:

1. There is no commonly agreed definition of what SIP/SIMPLE Presence Information is, which impedes Presence RD and AD work;

2. it would be beneficial to have a minimal set of commonly agreed semantics specified on top of IETF specs to help in initial commercial implementations of the standard;

3. this would guarantee a minimum level interoperability between implementations, as well as clients and servers;

4. and also aid in achieving at least rudimentary interworking level between Wireless Village and SIP/SIMPLE -based Presence products.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

WV-SIP/SIMPLE Interworking Function (dormant work item) has interactions with this CR.

5 Recommendation

Add a new subitem titled “Presence Information Semantics” under 6.1.4, after “Presence Information Format”. Some content of the new subitem is given below. It is recommended that these are inserted to the RD, a discussion is initiated and more specific requirements are created and consequently added to the RD.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

15. There SHALL be a minimum, common Presence Information definition at a detailed level that offers the following attributes:

· Availability (enumerated, “available”, “not available”, “discreet”)

· Status Text (free text)

· Logo (editor’s note: should this be called Status Content?)

16. There SHALL be an unambiguous specification on how an application or a server uses the SIP/SIMPLE Presence mechanisms for its specific attributes. An example is PoC service and, e.g., the Reachable and DnD attributes.
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
