It SHOULD be possible for a user to invite/contact someone by MSISDN/MDN who uses the IM service of a different IM service provider.

It SHOULD be possible to create a black list of users who shall not send Instant Messages to User A AND also shall not see user’s presence status.


It SHOULD be possible to create a white list with contacts who are allowed to see user’s presence information.
