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1 Reason for Contribution

To create a new baseline draft RD for EPEM, as a result of discussions during the EPEM Face to Face Breakout session of the OMA REQ WG meeting, Kansas, 22nd & 23rd March 2004.

The Draft RD contained in this input contribution is exactly the same version OMA-RD-Execution_Policy_Enforcement_Management-V1_0-20040406-D provided in ID OMA-REQ-2004-0335-EPEM-RD, however to comply with OMA’s openness policy, the draft RD has been updated with the latest OMA RD Template.

This document should be reviewed instead of OMA-REQ-2004-0335-EPEM-RD.

2 Summary of Contribution

In summary, the following changes agreed in Kansas are included to the EPEM RD: -

· Section 4.1.1: change “calls” to “request”

· Remove the word “execution” where agreed.

· Editorial Changes in 5.2.2 and 5.3.2.1

· Add Editor’s Note to 5.2.2.2 and 5.3.2.2

· Reword “rule creation facility” in 5.5.5
· Add the new text proposed to the Scope in OMA-REQ-2004-0229-EPEM_Scope, together with the agreed changes.

· Add the agreed new text proposed to Annex B in OMA-REQ-2004-0204-LATE-EPEM-Additional-   Related-Technologies

· Add the new use case in OMA-REQ-2004-0247-EPEM-Location-Multinetwork with agreed changes into 5.4.

· Add the new use case in OMA-REQ-2004-0248R01-EPEM-Location-VisitedNetwork, with agreed changes into 5.5.

· Add use case in OMA-REQ-2004-0095-Use_case_handling_execution_policy_changes_alternative_flows, including agreed changes into sect. 5.21. The agreed requirements from this use case are added to 6.2 as req. 20 & 21

In addition, the editor has noted the following:

· Add editor’s note to Section 1 Introduction suggesting a change to the title of the RD (and WI)
· Added editor’s note to use cases where clarification from the author is required, (5.2.2.2, 5.2.5 and 5.3.2.2 requires action from Vodafone).
