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1 Reason for Contribution

To submit a new definition of “assertion” and a new requirement related to processing of assertions.

2 Summary of Contribution

In the June 7th PEEM conference call, the OMA-REQ_2004-0500-EPEM_Changes_to_Definitions contribution was reviewed. A discussion around the “assertion” proposed definition did not reach a conclusion. This contribution is proposing a resolution to that discussion, based on the comments received during the conference call. The proposal is to simplify the definition, and to address the details via an added requirement to the section 6.1 of the PEEM RD.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Definitions

The following new definition for assertion is being proposed to be included in the PEEM RD:

	Assertion
	An assertion is a statement representing the output result of an evaluation process (e.g. policy evaluation).


The following new requirement is proposed for the section 6.1 of the PEEM RD:

The PEEM MUST be able to support assertions as input information in the policy evaluation and enforcement process.
