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1 Reason for Change

We have identified some ambiguities in the latest Presence RD, for which we propose some changes.

The changes proposed below should be incorporated in the next revision of the Presence RD

6 Detailed Change Proposal

1. In section 3.2, Definitions, we propose the following change (underlined):


	Global Do-Not-Disturb
	A presence subscriber is provisioned on one or more presence enabled services but does not wish to accept communication from those services at this time.


The rationale for this change request is: The first part of the sentence refers to “one or more presence enabled services.” If your service is not presence enabled, there is nothing this document can say about whether communications is possible or not for those non-presence-enabled services. If, on the other hand, the purpose is using presence to control all communication services, whether presence enabled or not, then perhaps the first part of the sentence should be changed. We propose the change based on the first interpretation.

2. In Section 6.1.2, “User Experience”, item 2, we propose the following change:


2) The Presence Service MAY allow Presence Service Users to MAY communicate this information to the Presence Service by creating and activating “profiles” such as “Working”, “Meeting”, “Out to lunch”, “Discreet”, “Busy”, “Do Not Disturb”, etc. 

The rationale for this change, which states the requirement from the point of view of the end user, is that using “profiles” to set presence states is an end user or UE issue. The requirement seems to be that the end user can combine several presence attributes to create unique “profiles”, which is an end user and/or implementation issue. What is communicated to the presence service is the presence attributes corresponding to the profile, and the presence service need not have any knowledge of profiles.


3. In section 6.1.3, “Features”, item2), we propose the following:


3) Presence Service administrators SHALL SHOULD be able to configure the Presence Service, to override any or all some settings of individual users, subject to privacy restrictions.

The rationale is that there is a Privacy issue here: Can the operator really change “any or all settings”, for example the watcher authorization or presence setting for a user (e.g., reveal his current location). SHALL is a bit strong.  If this presence data is something the user owns, allowing such overrides has serious privacy concerns.
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
