7.1 High-Level Functional Requirements

	Song Download,  Multimedia Call
	The enabler MUST consider three levels for charging:
· Bearer

· Session

· Event

	Multimedia call
	The enabler SHOULD consider that charging can be done based on:

· Volume, time and event
· Separated charges for each type of medium or service used
· Each leg of a service independently

· Technology used to deliver the service, including the QoS requested/used to deliver the service
· Additional information (location, presence, push services), etc

	Credit Check
	The enabler MUST allow credit control to be performed:
· Direct Debiting
· Credit Reservation

· Commitment of Reservations

· Refund

· Credit Check

· Reverse Rating (i.e. ask for the price of an event)

	Credit Check
	When controlling the credit, it MUST be possible

· To set an expiration date for the credit acquired.

· To have credit shared among the several Service Providers that are involved in providing a service

· To acquire certain units of time/volume/events on behalf of the credit.

· It SHOULD be possible to acquire units of different measurements (i.e. volume and time, wherever ends first)

	Messaging While Romaing
	The enabler MUST support Roaming indication

	Content Purchase
	The enabler MUST provide interfaces for third party payment

	
	The enabler SHOULD provide a means to use transactional mediation

· When possible, each service should realize changes within a transaction.

· Transactions will consist on

· An event of  the init of the transaction, that could imply AAA. The existence authorization and authentication of the user can provide additional capabilities for the user, as policy enforcement.
· Zero or more transaction interim events

· Transaction end event
· The outcome of the transaction MUST be known

· The service has been correctly provided.

· The service has been cancelled

· The service has not been possible to provide

· Only part of the service has been provided

	3rd Party Location Service, Charging Requirements for Mobile Services
	The parties involved in a service MUST be identified, along with the specific instance of the service provided.

	3rd Party Location Service
	It MUST be possible for a user to identify anonymously to a Service Provider

· In a way that makes it possible for the Third Party to differentiate users (i.e. a unique way hash)
· In a way that identifies an instance of a service to the PSP, allowing only the PSP to identify the user and the account

	Charging Requirements for Mobile Services,
	The parties involved in a service MUST be authenticated

· Customers

· Service providers
· Network Operator

	Charging Requirements for Mobile Services
	There MUST exist a method to identify the service instance, that should include at least:

· Service Provider’s identifier

· Service Identifier

· Service Instance Identifier

	Code Based Promotions
	Services MUST be authorized prior to the delivery

· Provisioning and user preferences

· The user must be authorized to use the service (not blacklisted)

· The authorization can be provided at the same time that the service itself (self-provisioning)

	Messaging while Romaming
	The enabler MUST provide a method to ask for rating in real time
· Real Time Rating should allow for specific prices to be used

· Promotions based on time, user, etc.

· Cross-promotions
· Subscription (event prized cero)

· Premium services
· Roaming specific charges
· Different charges to those on not roaing situations

· Top-up roaming charges
· Changes in the charging policy (different type of charges if the user is roaming or not)

	Multimedia Call
	The enabler MUST NOT use a defined structure for the User accounts. Account structure can change depending of business requirements from the PSP.

	Recquest Check and User Interaction
	The enabler MUST allow for the notification to the User of the charges that are going to be applied for the service

· The notification SHOULD be PSP configurable

· It MUST be allowed notifications of changes of tariff (i.e. “You are accessing a service that has a premium tariff”)

· It MUST be allowed notifications where user’s authorization for the charges is needed (“You are going to be charged 3€ in your account, accept/deny”)

· Charges notified SHOULD include the final price, including all charging levels to be considered.

	
	The enabler MUST allow for flexible credit management
