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1 Reason for Contribution

In REQ document 581, Nokia proposes that REQ undertakes a review of the market place and tries to identify where OMA can add value by developing new enablers not already considered.  This contribution is a proposal for a way forward based on the discussion in the REQ/CC meeting this week.
2 Summary of Contribution

Information about the Communications Committee activities and a proposal for an approach to doc 581 in REQ.
3 Detailed Proposal

The Communications Committee provides the following data to the OMA community:

· Twice a year

· what's new, hot, and relevant to OMA charter

· market reports

· PR + analyst reports
· Plus:

· market intelligence

· regions, segments, working groups

· forecasts, projections, trends

· Twice a year, through the PR agency, OMA researches the "hot topics" in the industry as they are relevant to the OMA charter and working being done within the WG's.  This information is largely based on articles and analysis from press and analysts (market reports).  

·  Also, a Market Intelligence firm has been chartered to provide: 

·  OMA Working Groups and committees (the ones relevant to the market - ie. Ops and procs not covered)

· Regional break-out (Americas, Europe, Asia…)
· Value Chain 
· Analysis to include:
· Market trends (based on OMA implementations)
· Market acceptance of OMA specifications 
· Statistical data relating to the take-up of new services 
· Commercial positioning of new services and technologies

This information could be used by OMA members to decide whether there are new enablers which could be investigated within OMA, either starting with a BoF or starting with a work item proposal.

Based on the discussion in the joint meeting this week it is hard to see a proposal succeeding on external consultancy work to support any efforts on “future standardisation” per se, however the above information could be used by members to assist with OMA developments.

During 2003, the TP SES activity attempted to identify holes in the OMA enabler list, but did not take the market information available from the Communications Committee into account.

The above information suggests that the proposal 3 in doc 581 needs to be modified to remove the reference to an external consultant and instead use what we already have available.

It is therefore recommended that document 581 is reviewed in the light of the above information and REQ decides on a way forward.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
