We believe the requirements on Privacy are somewhat weak and therefore propose to add a requirement on blocking of Instant Messages to decrease the risk/amount of spam.

Add the following requirement to section 6.1.16 Privacy: 

	
	Users SHALL be able to choose to receive messages from individual contacts in the user’s own contact list only, in which case the IM service SHALL block all messages from all other users not included in that contact list. The service provider SHALL be able to define the default behaviour.  
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
