2.  Alice chooses the “preferences” option and in the “colour ring” option defines  a new profile, named “alarm ring” 

3.  Alice inside “colour ring” option chooses the” alarm preference” option and defines a piece of music for alarm when she is using this profile.

4:  John   invokes his presence-enabled address-book, scrolls down to Alice, and sees her presence information.

4. John sees she is available for telephone call, and places a call.
