	Visibility and permission meta data are not implemented. Should be added to the phase 2 table 4.2 in the GM-AD.

	Delegation is not implemented. Should be deleted or marked as phase 2 feature. (Noted as phase 2 in the GM-AD table 4.2.)

	6.1.3 10)
	Delegation is not implemented. Should be added to the phase 2 table 4.2 in the GM-AD.

	6.1.3.6
	Suspend is not implemented. Should be deleted or marked as phase 2 feature. (Noted as phase 2 in the GM-AD table 4.2.)

	6.1.3.7
	Resume is not implemented. Should be deleted or marked as phase 2 feature. (Noted as phase 2 in the GM-AD table 4.2.)

	6.1.3.8
	Search is not implemented (but a user is able to find it's own documents.) Should be added to the phase 2 table 4.2 in the GM-AD.

	An administration and configuration interface for these things is not implemented. Implemented locally outside the scope of the specification. Should be added to the phase 2 table 4.2 in the GM-AD.

	A Log interface has not been specified. Logging is done locally outside the scope of the specification. Should be added to the phase 2 table 4.2 in the GM-AD.

	Charging interface is not specified. Should be marked as phase 2 feature. (Noted as phase 2 in the GM-AD table 4.2.)

	6.2.2  3)
	Charging interface is not specified. Should be added to the phase 2 table 4.2 in the GM-AD.

	6.3.1.1 4) a
	An interface to set the max number of URI's in a URI list has not been specified. Implemented locally outside the scope of the specification. Should be added to the phase 2 table 4.2 in the GM-AD.

	6.3.2.1 1.d)
	The following functionality is implemented in the specifications but not mentioned in the RD. Propose to add it as a new item after 1.d) “Session initiation policy: This describes whether only the Owner may add a user to an ongoing session or not”.

	6.3.2.1 1.i)
	This requirement seems to be an "old" PoC phase 2 requirement when privacy was not implemented. In CP privacy is implemented and the user can inform if he want to be private or not. Propose to re-phrase the bullet as follows to better mach the implementation: "Provide anonymity: This is used to indicate to the PoC service that it shall not for members having this property reveal the end-user identity to other members."

	Copy is not implemented. Should be added to the phase 2 table 4.2 in the GM-AD.

	Editorial: Wrong numbering, there are two numbers 7. 

	6.3.3.1 2) 3)
	It is not possible to specify presence attributes per list member or group of list members then defining a rls-service list according to IETF draft. Should be added to the phase 2 table 4.2 in the GM-AD.
