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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC Enhancement WID 098 has been approved. The WID intends to enhance PoC release 1 and to provide new requirements and features for advanced PoC service. 
In the RD stage, we would like to propose a new use case and its requirements. 

2 Summary of Contribution

The use case of this proposal is that when a PoC Subscriber talks during a PoC Session the other PoC Subscribers request to talk. Then, the request is indicated or notified to the PoC Subscriber who is currently saying. When the PoC Subscriber receives it he/she may concede and releases the PoC button. Accordingly, requirements of this use case have been derived. See in detail below.

5. Use Cases
5.X  Indication to a PoC talker


5.X.1   ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
When a PoC Subscriber talks during a PoC Session the other PoC Subscribers request to talk. Then, the request is indicated or notified to the PoC Subscriber who is currently saying. When the PoC Subscriber receives it he/she shortly says and releases the PoC button.

5.X.2  Actors

· PoC Subscribers: A and B
· PoC Server
5.X.2.1  Actor Specific Issues
PoC Subscriber:

· requests to talk and wants to make the PoC Subscriber who is currently talking know it.
PoC Server:
· indicates or notifies the PoC Subscriber who is currently talking, when receiving a Talk Burst request from the other PoC Subscriber.
5.X.2.2  Actor Specific Benefits

PoC Subscriber:

· knows whether the other PoC Subscribers send a Talk Burst request message, while he/she is talking.
PoC Server:
· provides an enhanced PoC Service for PoC Subscribers.
5.X.3 Pre-conditions

· PoC Server indicates or notifies the PoC Subscriber who is currently talking, when receiving a Talk Burst request from the other PoC Subscriber.
5.X.4 Post-conditions

· The PoC Subscriber who is talking shortly says and releases the PoC button.
5.X.5 Normal Flow

1 During a PoC Session PoC Subscriber A gets a Talk Burst Granted message and starts to talk.
2 While PoC Subscriber A is talking PoC Subscriber B sends a Talk Burst Request message to PoC Server.
3 PoC Server indicates or notifies PoC Subscriber A that PoC Subscriber B (or somebody) has requested to talk.
4 The PoC Subscriber concedes the permission to talk to PoC Subscriber B and releases the PoC button.

6.X System Elements

6.X.X PoC Client

When the PoC Client that has the permission to talk receives  the soliciting request that somebody else also want to speak, then the PoC Client SHALL:

· Notify the soliciting request to a PoC Subscriber who has the permission to talk.
6.X.X PoC Server

When receiving a Talk Burst request from the other PoC Subscriber the PoC Server MAY:

· indicate or notify the request to the PoC Subscriber who has the permission to talk depending on operator’s local policy.
