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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC Enhancement WID 098 has been approved. One of the new items in WID 098 is new media for PoC: “The usage of a variety of media formats to provide enhanced user experience within POC, e.g. video”. 
The variety of media formats can also mean files, therefore with this IC, we propose a use case for file transfer within POC service.

Of course, there are other services like MMS or E-mail services that can also deliver files from one client to other clients. However, there are still big differences between MMS or E-mail services and the file transfer capable POC service in terms of the following aspects.

· The file transfer capable POC service can provide the file transfer service among the very POC participants during the PoC Session while MMS or E-mail services cannot.

· Basically MMS and E-mail services are store and forward services while the file transfer capable POC service is real time service.

File transfer and Messaging is also different in terms of the size of the content. That may be the reason there are one protocol for messaging and the other protocol for file transfer.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution presents a use case for inclusion in PoC release 2 RD. This document presents also basic high level requirements but more complete elaboration of the corresponding requirements is for further study.
