1.1.3 Pre-conditions

1.1.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

· PoC subscriber ‘A’ is engaged in a multimedia PoC session with PoC subscriber ‘B’ and other participants.
· PoC subscriber ‘A’ decides to share a content that is not present in the PoC terminal.

· PoC subscriber requests the PoC service provider to retrieve the content by providing the necessary information.

· The PoC Service provider authenticates and authorizes the request

· The PoC Service provider facilitates sharing the content with other participants in the session.
