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1 Reason for Contribution

The current set of SLT requirements do not address the following scenarios and requirements:

1. The Service Provider Marks an end-users device by initiating a Mark Device request. Once the device has been Marked, the next time the end-user initiates a service an SLT Trace Trigger request is forwarded from the device into the Service Provider’s network, which is propagated accordingly. The Service Provider then needs to be able to request the retrieval of logged information for that particular tested service. In order to achieve this, the Service Provider must have advanced knowledge of the SLT unique identifier (at the point in time when the initiated the Mark Device request) in order to be able retrieval the correct logged information. If the Service Provider is not aware of the SLT unique identifier then, although it maybe possible to retrieve all logged information, they will not be able associated the retrieved logged associated with either the service being tested or the original Mark Device request.

2. In order to allow the Service Provider to easily understand and interpret the retrieved logged information, in the same way, from all components in the OSPE, the SLT logged information must be structured in a standard way across all components. Through this standard format, the Service Provider must be able to identify the different levels of logged information, i.e. user-visible events; control messages; information elements.

This contribution therefore proposes three new Service Level Tracing requirements.

6.1 High-Level Functional Requirement

Service level tracing requirements

	SLT-HL-New
	The identifier of the Service Provider initiated Mark procedure SHALL be the same as its associated SLT trace trigger request.

	SLT-HL-New
	The identifier of the Service Provider initiated Mark procedure SHALL be known by the Service Provider before the Mark procedure is initiated.

	SLT-HL-New
	The syntax and semantics of the SLT logged trace information SHALL be defined in a standard manner across all components and MUST clearly distinguish the three levels of logged information, i.e. user-visible events, control messages and information elements
