1 Reason for Contribution

Document OMA-REQ-2005-0068-mEmail-Req was submitted (LATE) for Frankfurt. MA-REQ-2005-0068-mEmail-Req asks for clarification of the use of “when desired” in the Mobile E-mail RD. We request that the document be considered when OMA-REQ-2005-0068-mEmail-Req is disposed.
2 Summary of Contribution

We provide an answer to the request in OMA-REQ-2005-0068-mEmail-Req.
3 Detailed Proposal

When desired is used in the mobile e-mail RD in association to security requirements to emphasize the fact that seeking confidentiality of the exchanges between the client and the server MUST be supported when mandated by the actors BUT that it may be okay not to support them in cases where such additional confidentiality assurance is not required or desired.
For example, consumer internet email does not provide such extra confidentiality. In such cases, it may not be needed to provide it with mobile e-mail. Corporate e-mail requires such confidentiality. Therefore the requirement on the enabler is a MUST.
