3 Detailed Proposal

The OSPE Breakout has had 3 conference calls since the previous f-2-f Req meeting in Frankfurt.

The main issues discussed have been:

· Reviewing new service life cycle requirements, which include identifying the capabilities to be supported by a component’s exposed standard life-cycle interface, and the key functions needed to automate the deployment (and withdrawal) of services and components from the OMA service provider environment.
· Modifying and improving existing service level tracing requirements for overall coherence and consistency. Discussions focused on further identifying key service tracing functionality and the characteristics of logged trace information.

· Further discussions focused on clarifying terms and definitions for Marking device, Service Trace initiation, trace session, and stop/start trace events.
The next period will cover the following:

· Complete all outstanding contributions, agree and finalise all definitions, and realign RD against improved definitions.
· To perform a sanity check of the whole RD, and to revise appropriately in preparation for submission to REQ and then TP for formal review.
