Update to REQ on the OSPE Breakout

2 Summary of Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

The OSPE Breakout has had 2 conference calls since the previous REQ conference call dated 3rd March 2005.

The main issues discussed have been:

· Good progress was made in resolving misunderstanding of newly proposed definitions for Trace Recording Session and Trace Period, and the associated requirements for the ability to uniquely identify multiple traces initiated from the same device or component and the need to identify multiple traces active on the same component. This has meant that several postponed contributions have now been agreed.

· The group have agreed several contributions that were submitted in order to improve the overall quality of the RD (e.g. remove inconsistencies, remove and merge requirements that have similar intentions).

· Also, the group managed to agree a set of definitions relating to the various forms of provisioning, e.g. service provisioning, service subscription provisioning, user provisioning).

The next period will cover the following:

· Complete all outstanding contributions, agree and finalise all definitions, and realign RD against improved definitions.

· To prepare for formal review:

- The RD will be revised and uploaded by COB 18th March to reflect all agreements of the last conference call;
- Two weeks will be allocated for review of the RD to identify inconsistencies and editorials etc, to present further requirements to support existing use-cases, and to complete all outstanding action points and contributions. 

- To coincide with the Singapore document deadline, the two week cut-off date will be 3rd April.
- After the 3rd April no new contributions should be submitted, thus allowing the group time to revise the RD accordingly. 
- Once the group is happy with the RD, we will present to REQ and then hopefully will be allowed to submit to formal review.

Requirements 1 and 2 were again reviewed and it was agreed to merge the two requirements. Therefore to be able to identify several traces initiated either from the same Marked device or several traces on the same component, it was agreed to say that ““The Service Provider MUST be able to able to correlate and retrieve all logged information associated with each Trace Trigger request.”
