5.X  Manual Answer Mode request


5.X.1   ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
This use case describes how an Inviting PoC User can request Manual Answer Mode independent on an Invited PoC User’s Answer Mode setting. The feature is useful when an Inviting PoC User wants discretion when inviting another PoC User to a PoC Session and doesn’t want to use the Automatic Answer Mode e.g. when the inviting PoC User does not want other persons to hear that he is communicating with the Invited PoC User.
5.X.2  Actors

· PoC User: A and B.
5.X.2.1  Actor Specific Issues 
PoC Subscriber:

· PoC User A wants discretion  when inviting PoC User B to a PoC Session.
5.X.2.2  Actor Specific Benefits

PoC Subscriber :

· PoC Subscriber A has the choice to use Manual Answer Mode when inviting PoC User A to a PoC Session..
5.X.3 Pre-conditions

1. PoC Subscriber B configures the Answer Mode to Automatic Answer Mode for PoC Subscribers on the Accept list.

2. The identity of PoC Subscriber A is on the Accept list hence Automatic Answer Mode will be used when PoC Subscriber A is inviting PoC Subscriber B to a PoC Session.

5.X.4 Post-conditions

1. PoC Subscriber B’s answer mode goes to (or some wording like this to show the mode is temporary) Manual Answer Mode independent of initial setting. 

2. After PoC session between PoC subscriber A and B is released PoC subscriber B’s initial setting is restored. 
5.X.5 Normal Flow
1. The PoC User A invites PoC User B to a PoC Session and request that the Manual Answer Mode is used.

2. The PoC service entity in the PoC User B Home network receives the invitation and the request for Manual Answer Mode.

3. The PoC Service entity in the PoC User B Home network performs access control but ignores the Answer Mode setting.

4. The PoC User B is invited to the PoC Session with a request to use Manual Answer Mode.

5. The PoC User B accepts the invitation and starts communicating with PoC User A.

The PoC Client:

· MAY allow a PoC User to request Manual Answer Mode when inviting a PoC User to a PoC Session; and,

· MAY allow a PoC User to request Manual Answer Mode when adding a PoC User to a PoC Session

6.X.X  PoC Server

The PoC Server:
· SHALL ignore an Invited PoC User’s Answer Mode setting if Manual Answer Mode is requested when the Invited PoC User is invited to a PoC Session or when the Invited PoC User is added to a PoC Session.
