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1 Reason for Change

The current version of the OMA PoC V2 contains several different requirements in the area of PoC BoX. These have been submitted by Ericsson, Siemens and Motorola. (2005-0027, 2004-1018, 2004-0957 and 2004-0899)

The intention with this contribution is to consolidate the requirement and create a set of the basic requirements needed for PoC BoX. Some of the features of the previous requirements and use cases have been left out only to create a basic set of requirements. 

It is also proposed that PoX BoX gets an own section in the RD and is not part of “PoC 2 interworking with…” chapter.

Appendix B. Potential requirements for PoC 2 (not agreed)

B.2.x  PoC BoX

· The PoC Service SHALL support the functionality to store talk-burst and session data on behalf of a PoC user. This functionality is called PoC BoX.

· A PoC User MAY have the PoC BoX service. 

· The PoC Service SHALL have the means to route the incoming sessions to a PoC BoX based on different criteria such as the PoC User is unavailable. 

· The terminating PoC User SHALL have the means to explicitly request that incoming sessions are routed to the PoC BoX. 

· An originating PoC User SHALL have the possibility to explicitly request that the PoC Session SHALL be routed to the terminating users PoC BoX.

· A PoC User MUST be notified of the existence of a PoC BoX present or entering a PoC Session.

· A PoC User MUST be notified that the PoC Session invitation has terminated in the recipients PoC BoX.

· A PoC User MUST be able to deny access for a PoC BoX to a PoC Session.

· A PoC User SHALL be able to get notifications/retrieve/replay/store/delete PoC Session data stored in the PoC BoX.
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
