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1 Reason for Contribution

In some cases (e.g. when PoC key is pressed accidentally) the receiving PoC User has a need to discard an incoming Talk Burst, but be ready to receive the next one in the PoC Session.  This requirement is proposed to be added. 

R01:  The “PoC Session on/off hold” could be used for this purpose, but it is too slow for this purpose.  Additionally the PoC Sever may revoke the TB if it has received many enough TB rejections. 
2 Summary of Contribution

Contribution proposes to add one requirement to the subclause PoC Floor control.  

3 Detailed Proposal

B.2.3 PoC Floor control

….

· PoC User MAY be able to reject the incoming Media Burst any time during a Media Burst the way that PoC Client is able to receive the next Media Burst in the same PoC Session.
· Upon receiving the Media Burst rejection message from a PoC Client PoC Server SHALL stop sending the on-going Media Burst  to the rejecting PoC Client, if the functionality is supported
· According to the local policy  PoC Server MAY stop the sending PoC Client to transmit (revoke the Media Burst) when it has received one or more Media Burst rejection messages from the listening PoC Users 
….
