3. The P2T user experience SHOULD be as similar as possible when communicating with OMA POC users in the OMA PoC domain, as when communicating with P2T users in the non-POC domain.

4. Introduction of POC 2 interworking SHALL not result in significantly diminished performance (e.g. delays, QoS, etc.) compared to operating within OMA PoC domain.
