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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution clarifies requirement statements in 0044R04 by LGE.
2 Summary of Contribution

The proposed requirements in 0044R04 were as follows:
· A PoC Session Participant SHALL be able to establish a text messaging session with other PoC session Participants.  

· A PoC Session Participant SHALL be able to participate in both voice and text messaging sessions simultaneously.

A PoC Session Participant SHALL be able to send and receive a text or multimedia message (containing e.g. images, audio or video) to other PoC session participant(s).
PoC participants SHALL be able to switch between text and speech communication seamlessly within a PoC Session.
Note: The decision of switching between text and speech depends on local policy (e.g. only the session initiator may be allowed to do the switching).
It is ambiguous that relationship between the text session participants and PoC session participants in the above.

In the fourth statement, it is not clear which part of the participants switch the communication modes and how to coordinate the switching the communication, while the final note refers to local policy on the switching decision. So we propose to add another requirement to the above and delete the note.
3 Detailed Proposal

Derived / Proposed Requirements

· A PoC Session Participant SHALL be able to establish a text messaging session with other PoC session Participants.  

· A PoC Session Participant SHALL be able to participate in both voice and text messaging sessions simultaneously.

A PoC Session Participant SHALL be able to send and receive a text or multimedia message (containing e.g. images, audio or video) to other PoC session participant(s).
PoC participants SHALL be able to switch between text and speech communication seamlessly within a PoC Session.
In a PoC session, an authorized entity SHALL be able to switch the media type for all of the participants, but not selectively for a portion of the participants, from text communication to speech communication seamlessly and simultaneously and vice versa.
Note: The decision of switching between text and speech depends on local policy (e.g. only the session initiator may be allowed to do the switching).
