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1 Reason for Contribution

In the PoC 2 REQ meeting in Singapore sub clause B.2.3 “Enhanced PoC Session establishment” was allocated to Nokia for consolidation work.  This contribution is a proposal of the consolidation.  

Note that some establishment issues were originally located in other sub clauses.  Also sub-titles are added for making reading easier.  Also B.2.6 is covered, because difference between the topics in B.2.3 and B.2.6 is difficult to see.

“OMA-RD_PoC-V2_0-20050416-D” and “OMA-REQ-2005-0181R02-POC2-requirement-consolidation” are used as a starting point.

Some topics are covered in another contribution for limiting the size of the contribution.

Note:  Revision marks try to clarify how the requirement wording is changed and which preliminary requirements can be removed from the table, because covered.  But on the other hand this contribution may be easier to read without revision marks.

2 Summary of Contribution

The existing requirements in the OMA PoC 2.0 RD appendix B concerning the “Enhanced PoC Session establishment” and “Enhanced PoC Session control” are consolidated by using the PoC 1.0 terminology, deleting the duplicated requirements and clarifying the wording.

The continuous checking issues are removed, because they are not part of barring (they may be e.g. part of filtering).

In case barring the out-going invitation the criteria basing on the participation is removed, because the PoC Server can’t know, who will participate before sending an invitation.

B.2.3.4 Incoming and outgoing PoC Session barring
In case a PoC User does not want to be invited to new PoC Sessions under certain conditions, the PoC User can activate a setting to reject the conditioned new incoming PoC Sessions. In case a PoC User does not want to join a PoC Session or to setup a PoC Session at all under certain conditions, the PoC User can activate a setting for not carrying out the conditioned join or PoC Session setup.


The PoC Client MAY (in addition to what is specified in PoC 1.0):

· support that a PoC Subscriber defines the conditions for automatic acceptance, for manual acceptance and for rejection of incoming PoC Session invitations, based on URI information, , presence, PoC Group Parameters (e.g. particular group members) or PoC Session Status (e.g. number of participants).
· support that a PoC Subscriber defines the conditions for sending out an invitation, based on URI information,or presence.
· 
The PoC Server MAY (in addition to what is specified in PoC 1.0):

· verify the conditions and carry out the incoming and/or outgoing PoC Session invitation only if the conditions that a PoC Subscriber has defined are fulfilled.

· 
· notify an inviting PoC User on the failure of an outgoing PoC Session invitation due to defined conditions
· notify a PoC User of the failure in receiving the invitation to a PoC Session due to incoming PoC Session barring conditions defined for that PoC User.
