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1 Reason for Contribution

The RFC 2119 defines the usage of SHALL, SHOULD and MAY, but don’t define the issue from user’s point of view.  Therefore the definition in RD is proposed to be expanded to cover this case also.

In addition to the use of “PoC Server/Client SHALL/SHOULD/MAY support …” we have to define the mandatoriness of the functionality specified from the user’s point of view.   PoC User SHALL/SHOULD/MAY be able to do ….”.

3. Terminology and Conventions

3.1 Conventions

The key words “MUST”, “MUST NOT”, “REQUIRED”, “SHALL”, “SHALL NOT”, “SHOULD”, “SHOULD NOT”, “RECOMMENDED”, “MAY”, and “OPTIONAL” in this document are to be interpreted as described in [RFC2119].  In addition to [RFC2119] the key words “PoC User SHALL be able to …” mean that the function in question is mandatory for the applicable network elements and the key words ”PoC User MAY be able to …” and ”PoC User SHOULD be able to …”  mean that the function in question is optional for the applicable network elements. 
All sections and appendixes, except “Scope” and “Introduction”, are normative, unless they are explicitly indicated to be informative.

This is an informative document, which is not intended to provide testable requirements to implementations.
