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1 Reason for Contribution
 As we discussed in last meeting (Singapore), the requirement for simultaneous session monitoring is divided into two different requirements. Some are added into PoC Box and the others are in this document. This is the decision from Singapore meeting. 
2 Summary of Contribution

 PoC2 system may have simultaneous session per PoC User. In addition, PoC2 supports multimedia (e.g. voice, text, image etc). These features provide possibility that each session uses different media in simultaneous PoC session. For example, a PoC User hears talk bursts in a PoC session, and watches text in another PoC session. Different media will not interfere between multiple sessions. This gets rid of interference between simultaneous PoC sessions, which results from accepting multiple active sessions at the same time per PoC User. In summary, if each session uses different media, PoC users can send and receive different media from multiple sessions at the same time.
3 Detailed Proposal

Multiple PoC Sessions in Active
When supporting simultaneous PoC session which is optional functionality and using different media in each session, the PoC User MAY request multiple PoC session(s) in active and the PoC system SHALL be able to provide the feature of ‘multiple PoC sessions in Active’. 
If PoC service provider supports multiple PoC sessions in active;
· A PoC User SHALL be able to request to activate multiple PoC session in active.
· A PoC User SHALL be able to receive different media from multiple PoC session at the same time.
· A PoC User SHALL be able to transmit different media during receiving media from another PoC session. 
· A PoC User SHALL be able to choose one PoC session and manage separate floor control for each PoC session of multiple PoC Sessions in Active when he wants to send media.

· The PoC system SHALL be able to activate multiple PoC sessions in active when the request is reached.
