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1 Reason for Contribution

In the PoC 2 REQ meeting in Singapore sub clause B.2.6 “PoC Session Control Enhancements” was allocated to Motorola for consolidation work.  This contribution is a proposal for the structure of the B.2.6 sub-clause and the consolidation of the existing requirements.  

 “OMA-RD_PoC-V2_0-20050416-D” is used as a starting point.

2 Summary of Contribution

The existing requirements in the OMA PoC 2.0 RD appendix B concerning the “PoC Session Control Enhancements” are consolidated. Following requirements from the appendix, have been consolidated:

	Seamless PoC Session transfer

For the seamless PoC Session transfer among PoC compliant terminals or between PoC compliant terminal and PoC interworking terminal, the following requirements are proposed as PoC Release 2 feature;
· With the PoC 2  enabler, a PoC User SHALL be able to transfer his/her participating PoC session seamlessly from one PoC compliant terminal to other PoC compliant terminal(e.g. among PoC 2 terminals ).
· With the PoC 2 enabler, a PoC User MAY be able to transfer his/her participating PoC session seamlessly between PoC compliant terminal and other PoC interworking terminal(e.g. between ordinary PoC 2 terminal and SIP-based voice service terminal or VoIP terminal).

	· The PoC service SHALL support an option for a PoC client to leave a 1:1 PoC session with an indication to the peer client, that the user intends to set up a normal (i.e. full duplex) voice call with the peer entity immediately after termination of the PoC session. 

· A PoC client leaving a 1:1 PoC session with this indication MAY support automatic setup of a voice call to the peer entity. 

Note: That voice call could either be a SIP voice call or a circuit switched (CS) call.

· After termination of the PoC session this indication MAY allow the peer entity to automatically accept the incoming call from the PoC client that had sent this indication.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following proposes text changes for the PoC version 2 RD.
B.2.6 PoC Session Control Enhancements
Editor’s Note. Introduction and high level requirements.
The following proposed features have been grouped in this sub-clause as they relate to the PoC Session operation and  they require enhancements of the Control and User Plane Specifications. 
B.2.6.1   PoC Session Modifications 
B.2.6.1.1. PoC Session seamless transfer

In order to allow for the seamless PoC Session transfer among PoC compliant terminals or between PoC compliant terminals and terminals supporting PoC interworking:
· The PoC User MAY be able to transfer his/her participating PoC session seamlessly from his/her PoC compliant terminal to other of his/her PoC compliant terminal(e.g. among PoC2 terminals ).
· The PoC User MAY be able to transfer his/her participating PoC session seamlessly between his/her  PoC compliant terminal and another of his/her terminals supporting PoC interworking  (e.g. between ordinary PoC2 terminal and SIP-based voice service terminal or VoIP terminal).
Editor’s Note. The term “terminals supporting PoC interworking” has to be defined in B.2.12.
B.2.6.1.2 Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed
· The PoC service SHALL support an option for a PoC user to leave a 1:1 PoC session with an indication to the peer client, that the user intends to set up a normal (i.e. full duplex) voice call with the peer entity immediately after termination of the PoC session. 

· A PoC user leaving a 1:1 PoC session with this indication MAY support automatic setup of a voice call to the peer entity. 

Note: That voice call could either be a SIP voice call or a circuit switched (CS) call.

· After termination of the PoC session this indication MAY allow for the peer entity to automatically accept the incoming call from the PoC user that had sent this indication.

B.2.6.2 PoC Session Talk Burst and Data Handling

B.2.6.2.1 Stored Talk Burst and Data Handling

· PoC 2 SHALL support a standardized, optional capability of the terminal to retrieve/replay/store/delete PoC Session Talk Bursts or PoC Session Data stored by a PoC Box.

B.2.6.2.2 Talk Burst Reject Option
· A PoC Client MAY be able to reject an incoming Media Burst any time in a way,  that the PoC Client is still able to receive subequent Media Bursts in the same PoC Session.

· If the “Talk Burst Reject” functionality is supported by the PoC Server the PoC Server SHALL stop sending the on-going Media Burst to the rejecting PoC Client.
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
