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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution purposes to consolidate the follow-on requirements on the PoC Session Seamless Transfer. The target section for the requirement consolidation is B.2.6.1, as given by 308(Motorola). This contribution’s wording of B.2.6.1 is based on the latest proposal, i.e. 315(Nokia).
2 Summary of Contribution

As a consolidation baseline, the green highlighted requirements are used. And in addition to the given user requirements, the RD descriptions from the viewpoint of PoC service elements are proposed. Detailed proposal is given in the following section for the PoC 2 RD.

	Seamless PoC Session transfer

For the seamless PoC Session transfer among PoC compliant terminals or between PoC compliant terminal and PoC interworking terminal, the following requirements are proposed as PoC Release 2 feature;
· With the PoC 2  enabler, a PoC User SHALL be able to transfer his/her participating PoC session seamlessly from one PoC compliant terminal to other PoC compliant terminal(e.g. among PoC 2 terminals ).
· With the PoC 2 enabler, a PoC User MAY be able to transfer his/her participating PoC session seamlessly between PoC compliant terminal and other PoC interworking terminal(e.g. between ordinary PoC 2 terminal and SIP-based voice service terminal or VoIP terminal).


3 Detailed Proposal

B.2.6 PoC Session Control Enhancements



B.2.6.1 PoC Session Seamless Transfer

PoC Session can seamlessly be transferred to another PoC Client or to another SIP based client.
· A PoC User MAY be able to transfer his/her participating PoC Session seamlessly from his/her PoC Client to other of his/her PoC Client.
· A PoC User MAY be able to transfer his/her participating PoC session seamlessly between his/her PoC Client and another SIP-based client or VoIP client on a Foreign P2T network.
Editor’s Note. The term “Foreign P2T network” has to be defined in B.2.12.

When the seamless transfer of PoC Session is requested by the PoC User, if target client is PoC Client,
· The PoC Client SHALL be able to request such that the PoC Server in the home network processes the requested PoC Session Seamless Transfer.
· The PoC Server SHALL be able to connect the transfer target client with the on-going PoC Session, and release the old client in a way not to lose media packets, upon the request of client.

When the seamless transfer of PoC Session is requested by the PoC User, if target client is non-PoC Client in a Foreign P2T network,
· The PoC Client SHOULD be able to request such that the PoC Server processes the requested PoC Session Seamless Transfer.

· The PoC Server MAY use Inter-working Function to connect the transfer target client with the on-going PoC Session and release the old client in a way not to lose media packets, upon the request of client.
Note: The interface and capability of Inter-working Function is provided in B.2.12.
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5 Recommendation

We propose to accept the proposed use cases and introduce them in the PoC Enhancement RD to generate a first version of the RD.
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
