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1 Reason for Contribution

·    In Singapore meeting, Queue Reset feature was agreed to be incorporated into PoC v2.0 RD. The main idea of Queue Reset feature is like;

· A PoC User SHALL be able to request Queue reset, if authorised.

· PoC Service infrastructure SHALL be able to clear all reserved talk burst request in Queue.

· But these requirements have no consideration on some cases like request failure and what if PoC server clears all reserved right to speak. This contribution introduces the requirements for these situations. If Queue reset is supported the following shall apply;
· R01: Updated after comments taken in San Diego F2F
· R02: agreed version on July 7th PoC 2 conference call
2 Summary of Contribution

· This contribution presents additional requirements for Queue Reset. See the below.

3 Detailed Proposal

Proposed Requirements

When Queue function is supported,, which is optional, and if Queue reset is supported, the following SHALL apply; 

· A PoC User SHALL be able to request Queue reset, if authorised 
· The authorisation rights for Queue Reset SHOULD be configurable
· PoC Service infrastructure SHALL be able to clear all reserved talk burst request in Queue. 

· If use of the Queue Reset feature is requested but cannot be completed (e.g. the user is not authorised), then the requesting PoC participant SHALL be notified accordingly. The reason for failure MAY also be provided.

· The PoC Server SHALL provide the capability to indicate to those PoC participants whose right-to-speak has been queued, that all right-to-speak requests in the queue have been reset after a Queue Reset request was successfully handled.
4 Editors Note: The user experience related to the interaction of optional features requiring the authorization of the PoC client needs to be examined.
