A.2.8

Floor Control Enhancements
A.2.8.1
General

· The PoC service entity and the PoC Client SHALL support It must be possible to have multiplean independent floors for each media in a PoC Session.
· The PoC Service entity SHALL support several algorithms for floor control.
· A PoC Participant SHALL be notified of the presence of a machine present or entering a PoC session.

· A PoC Participant SHALL be able to deny access to a PoC Session to machines while in a PoC session using PoC Client capabilities.

A.2.8.2
Pre-Granted right-to-speak floor control algorithm

The PoC service entity and the PoC Client MAY support a pre-granted right-to-speak floor control algorithm.

If the pre-granted right-to-speak floor control algorithm is supported:

· The PoC service entity MAY pre-grant the right-to-speak to a PoC User before the PoC User has requested the right-to-speak.
· The PoC service entity MAY give the pre-granted right-to-speak to one or many PoC User in a PoC Session. The number of PoC Users and which PoC User(s) that are given pre-granted right-to-speak is up to local policy in the PoC service entity.
· The PoC service entity SHOULD timeout the pre-granted right-to-speak if not utilised after a certain threshold (to be configured by the PoC service provider). 
Note: The pre-granted right to speak is signalled from the PoC Server to the PoC Client during the idle-state of the PoC communication. Basically, the Talk Burst Idle message is replaced with a Talk Burst Pre-Granted message that is sent to one or more PoC Clients in the PoC Session.

A.2.8.3
Floor request queue enhancements

When supporting queuing of requests to speak, the PoC service entity and the PoC Client SHOULD support requests to reset the request to speak queue.

If reset of the request to speak queue is supported:

· The PoC Participant MAY request reset of the request to speak queue.
· The PoC Service entity SHALL authorize a request to reset the request to speak queue and if the PoC User is authorized, the PoC Service entity SHALL remove all requests to speak in the request to speak queue.
Editor’s note: How the PoC Service entity authorizes the request for floor request queue reset is FFS.

Floor request queue enhancements

	The following MAY be included as a requirement on the Floor Control mechanism:
· It must be possible to support several algorithms for floor-control provided by the service provider on request by the PoC group administrator;
· It must be possible to have multiple floors in a PoC session for multiple media;
· It may be possible to add additional information about the request to the floor;

	When supporting Queue function, PoC system should support Queue reset function. To satisfy this requirement you should follow like below;

· A PoC User MAY be able to request Queue reset, if authorised.
· PoC Service infrastructure SHALL be able to clear all reserved talk burst request in Queue.
