3 Detailed Proposal

B.2.12 PoC Interworking
PoC Interworking provides the means to extend the PoC user experience and reach beyond strict PoC system and network boundaries. This is accomplished by interworking with other networks and systems, while not PoC compliant, may be able to provide a reasonably comparable capability. The inteworking function manipulates interactions with these other networks and systems into PoC behaviour to hide the details of the variation from PoC.
For PoC 2 Interworking, the focus is limited to: interworking with Foreign P2T Networks to provide PoC interactions between PoC users and Foreign P2T users; providing PoC users remote PoC access when not directly connected to a PoC network.
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
