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1 Reason for Contribution

The SCIDM WI currently is assigned to REQ for RD development. It needs to be transferred to a technical working group for further development (e.g., AD, TS, etc).  This contribution addresses this issue.

2 Summary of Contribution
This contribution provides some analysis and proposes to transfer SCIDM to the SEC WG.

3 Detailed Proposal

SCIDM aims to provide secure content identification service to identify all kinds of content including both premier and user generated content, for various applications such as copyright verification, software authentication, and content filtering/monitoring, etc. 
Since SCIDM deals with content and the “secure” way to identify them, it is related to a few WGs such as CD, DRM, and SEC, all have been suggested as potential WG to assign SCIDM to earlier. We provide some simple analysis here.

The purpose of the CD WG is to write and maintain OMA specifications, and serve as an OMA technical expert group in matters related to content delivery in an OMA environment. SCIDM itself does not really concern about the delivery of content, but rather the “secure” way to identify a piece of content.
The goal of the DRM WG is to specify application level protocols and behaviours that provide transactional and lifecycle management of content and applications. Current DRM works mainly focus on container based approaches for content protection, i.e., assuming content has been pre-packaged for protection.
One of the main goals of the SEC WG is to specify the operation of adequate security mechanisms, features and services by mobile clients, server and related entities.

SCIDM addresses the secure way to identify content. One of its applications is for copyright verification of a content, which is related to DRM, but its applications go far beyond copyright protection. It serves more like a horizontal enabler to enable various types of potential new services, such as CBCS (Categorization based Content Screening), UGCS (User Generated Content Service), MC (Mobile Code), Mobile Ad, Spam/virus detection/filtering, etc. The most significant component of SCIDM is the security aspect of content identification mechanisms. It addresses an advanced security issue, i.e., content security (content monitoring/blocking, spam filtering, software integrity verification etc), which is what SEC is charged to do.

From the supporting companies and active participation point of view, SEC appears to be the most appropriate WG to host SCIDM. Representatives from three of the 9 supporting companies are SEC delegates, with the rest scattering across different WGs. Most of the active participants (5 of them) in SCIDM RD development are SEC members, including SEC officers. In fact, none of the active participants is from the DRM group, and only one is from the CD group. As a matter of fact, to facilitate the participation of those SEC members, in the past two F2F OMA meetings, SEC had to close its session during the SCIDM session. Current participation situation suggests that it is more efficient to assign SCIDM to SEC. 
Based on the above analysis, we propose to assign SCIDM to SEC.
