3.2 Multiple devices supporting
Enable users using different mobile phones to access his mobile social networking services.
3.2.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
User would like to access the mobile social network by different devices, such as when he is at home using PC and when he in the road he can use the mobile phone to chart with the social network friend. Users may also have multiple mobile phones, and young people who like social networking services would change his/her mobile phone frequently than others. For mobile social networking services, it need to be provided as other mobile services which are independent to the devices. When user changes his mobile phone, he can enjoy the same mobile social network service without to download the new client and set new configuration.
3.2.2 Market benefits
The mobile operator would set mobile social network as one major entry as the mobile services if it is device independence. 
The subscribers / end users will have more options and freedom to switch mobile phones and could enjoy the mobile social network with any device. 
The manufacturers will be able to make the mobile phone that can connect to all mobile social networking services of all operators without having to change the code. Thus the manufacturers will benefit from lowering the development cost, shortening the time to market, and increasing the market share by outreaching to broader markets.
