Change 2:  Change in search section

8.1.1 Search

Users’ search based on profile characteristics (e.g. by name, location, interests, or profile information like age and gender) is a common feature of existing SNs. In the OMA, search has been investigated by MSF as well as XDM enablers.
OMA XDM in general allows for search locally on XML documents within an XDM server. In particular, Profile XDM allows for generic search based on user profile information, executable over all user profile documents. XDM further supports authorization policies and change notifications through SIP, and is accessible by XDM Principals.
OMA MSF is an enabler dedicated to mobile search, relying upon Atom & OpenSearch specifications to provide an interoperable framework for search, including search engine registration, inter-MSF server search, as well as personalized search & recommendations, and subscribe-push functionality. Unless using personalization feature, no user identity is required although possible. Searches within MSF rely on “domains” (and related criteria) for which relevant search engines can register their availability.
In the area of Social Web, the role of search is still unclear and so the related initiatives for providing profile-based search. WebFinger is an initiative that provides user identity & profile discovery, although it requires the a priori knowledge of a user@domain identity and does not provide any feature for profile-base search.
Such current lack of standardization does not allow to find users (and thus communicate) without knowing their identity and/or searching for them on specific SNs in a proprietary fashion.
It is thus recommended to provide a standard-based approach within OMA for allowing transversal profile-based user search. In particular, it is recommended to:

· Evolve MSF enabler to support user search by the means of a “user” domain to retrieve user identity candidates and possibly provide user (friend) recommendations.
· Provide an interworking functionally between MSF and Profile XDM, i.e. by providing guidelines to register a Profile XDM server as an MSF Search Engine within the MSF enabler
Search functionality should enable to search for user identities (according to section 8.1.1 recommendations) based on a set of profile information. Such user identities may be used as input for WebFinger discovery of profile & activities information.
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
