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1 Reason for Change

An AOI Enabled Server Application may be interested in addressing a notification to different instances of the corresponding AOI Enabled Client Application, namely to:
· an instance of the application installed in a specific AOI Client

· all instances of the application associated to a specific user in different devices

· all instances of the application associated to any user

The AOI enabler needs to efficiently deal with the different types of notification scopes (e.g. allowing an AOI Enabled Server Application to request a notification of the second or third types by means of a single request to the AOI Enabler)
