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1 Reason for Change

The objective is to define a requirement that OMA Enabler shall be able to manage (e.g., add, delete, update) AOI Enabled Client Application related information (or perhaps can be called as AOI Service context information). 
After registration and subscription, such information is stored in the AOI Server. 
The intention is when the context has not been looked up for a while, based on context timer, such information should be removed. 
Note: the content and format of AOI Service context information is FFS, but anyway it is the information used for e.g., notification delivery/routing.
