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1 Reason for Change

As shown in the following figure, there are multiple AOI Servers; and AOI Client X installed in an end user’s device connects with AOI Server X. There is an application which registers to AOI Server Y. If the end user wants to use the application which utilizes AOI Enabler, the interaction between AOI Server X and AOI Server Y is necessary.
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The interaction between AOI Server X and AOI Server Y could transfer notifications between AOI Enabled Server Application and AOI Enabled Client Application which register to different AOI Enabler. The routing path of the notification messages could be: AOI Enabled Server Application -> AOI Server Y -> AOI Server X -> AOI Client X -> AOI Enabled Client Application.
Based on the above analysis, we propose to introduce a new requirement related to the interactions between different AOI Servers.
