The rationale for this and the new requirements is that currently the RD is not mentioning any requirement to address network efficiency in terms of reduction of signalisation for all applications and is limited to a configuration where a PCRF is needed in the network.

We believe as the name of the WID indicates that DANE Enabler shall be able to deal with all applications and apply rules to diminish if necessary the impacts of applications or groups of applications on the network.

DANE enabler will not manage these rules by itself but will offer the capabilities to set them up either by the operator through additional client interfacing with DANE (i.e a policy manager) or even by the customer – the customer could decide and set up user preferences for his applications.

This will have positive impacts on the network as well as for the customer on the whole user Experience and on battery savings.
