Change 1: Add the following Requirements
5.5 Device Applications related Requirements
This section identifies the requirements for the Mobile Social Network enabler related to the support of multiple applications running in a device that interact with SNs. The interactions with external SN are only applicable when the gateway functionality is supported as in MSN-HLF-007.

	MSN-APP-aaa
	The MSN enabler SHALL allow different applications running in a device to bidirectionally communicate with Compliant MSN services and, provided that the gateway functionality is supported, with external SNs

	MSN-APP-bbb
	The MSN enabler SHALL rely on an entity on the device, which centralizes communications between device applications and the MSN service and (through the gateway functionality) external SNs

	MSN-APP-ccc
	The MSN enabler SHALL allow each device applications to specify which kind of information/notifications it wants to receive from each Compliant MSN service / external SN (e.g. status updates, follow-up actions, etc), and the applicable time constraints (e.g. frequency of notifications)

	MSN-APP-ddd
	Subject to user permission, the MSN enabler SHALL provide each device applications with requested information/notifications from Compliant MSN services / external SNs.

	MSN-APP-eee
	The MSN enabler SHALL allow each device applications to specify which kind of activities it wants to perform (e.g. update his status, share a link) with each Compliant MSN service / external SN

	MSN-APP-fff
	Subject to user permission, the MSN enabler SHALL allow each device applications to perform the requested activities with Compliant MSN services / external SNs.

	MSN-APP-ggg
	The MSN enabler SHALL rely on an entity on the device to locally cache information uploaded to or downloaded from an MSN service / external SNs to make it available to local device applications

	MSN-APP-hhh
	When a device application requests information, the MSN enabler SHALL ensure that the entity on the device first accesses locally cached information on behalf of the device application, subject to the policies relevant for that specific application, prior to have it retrieved from the network.
