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1 Overview

OMA-REQ wishes to thank 3GPP-SA1 for their LS informing the group of the work that is being done in SA1 on Convergent Multimedia Conferencing.  OMA-REQ would be interested in cooperating with SA1 on any development of the requirements for this work that might be connected to this work-item and the Converged IP Messaging work-item in OMA.
2 Proposal

OMA-REQ is currently working on the Requirements stage of the Converged IP Messaging work-item.  This work-item was approved by OMA Technical Plenary in May, 2006. As part of the goals of this work-item it is stated that the work item should: 

· Define a converged IP-based messaging framework that will be able to accommodate different (3GPP/3GPP2 defined) experiences, based on user expectations 

· Deferred messaging 

· Immediate messaging 

· Session based messaging

· Non-session based messaging 

· Half-duplex/Full-duplex conferencing (e.g., voice, video, text, files)

The Requirements stage will address issues such as overlaps, fragmentation and duplication (the silo phenomenon that was mentioned previously) and the lack of consistent user experiences across messaging services and devices
· Create a global architecture that can interwork with existing messaging services (e.g., SMS, MMS, IM, IMPS), interact with enablers (such as Presence and XDMS), and use a common message repository. The architecture should be aligned with all relevant ongoing standardization work (e.g., work in ARC, POC, MWG). The architecture should allow for the integration of future IP-based services requiring messaging functionality.

· Consider aspects of media content for messaging and its storage for efficient transfer.

· Specify a consistent set of technologies leveraging the capabilities of SIP/IP based networks that can accommodate all the converged IP-based messaging functionalities (e.g., including delivery/read reports, A2P messaging, ability to switch between terminals…)
While the work-item does mention “conferencing” issues – it should be noted that the requirements stage is “to address issues of overlap”, and, therefore, OMA-REQ would be interested in cooperating and coordinating with 3GPP-SA1 any overlapping issues that may exist.

In answer to the specific questions raised, OMA-REQ would like to offer the following – 

1. OMA-REQ does not specify “generic functionalities”, but rather just requirements for functionalities.  However, the WID is directed toward messaging functionalities that could be used for conferencing or other applications.
2. If any such specification will be done it would be done by MWG some time in the 2007 time-frame.

3. As pointed out in the WID goals above – there is mention of “half-duplex/full-duplex conferencing”.  However, as pointed out, OMA-REQ will examine the issues of overlapping when these topics are presented.

4. OMA-REQ confirms the understanding of 3GPP SA1 that the PoC and SIMPLE IM enablers contain quite a wide set of basic conferencing related features. The PoC1.0 enabler containing SIP based multi party functionalities for half-duplex voice communication has already been ready since Q2 2005. Work for SIP based Instant Messaging (IM) is at the technical specification phase; target to start final specification review in Q4 2006. The SIMPLE IM contains both session based and non-real time messaging from one to one to multi party communication.
The current OMA specifications covering group communication functions utilize IETF specifications as far as have been available and/or feasible. For example, PoC/IM multiparty call control model is directly based on SIP conferencing framework (RFC 4353) and XCAP is used for data (user access list, group definition, conference policy etc.) management.
OMA-REQ would be happy to update 3GPP-SA1 on the progress being made on the CPM work and would appreciate receiving updates from 3GPP-SA1 on the study work that is being undertaken within the WID that you are addressing.  This would facilitate better cooperation and identification of overlapping between the two work-items.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA-REQ requests that 3GPP-SA1 update OMA-REQ regarding the progress made on the Convergent Multimedia Conferencing work and its possible overlap with the Converged IP Messaging work that is being done in OMA.
