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1 Reason for Contribution

The contribution proposes some basic use cases to help progress the CAB requirement activities.  
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution proposes the following initial set of use cases for the CAB:

· UC 1 - User creates personal contact information
· UC 2 - User stores local address book on the CAB server
· UC 3 - User retrieves address book from the CAB server
· UC 4 - User receives update when a contact details are updated

· UC 5 - User manages (add/delete/update) contact information
· UC 6 – User devices receive notification when the CAB was updated
3 Detailed Proposal

This section provides a brief overview of several basic CAB use cases:
Use case 1
Title:   User creates personal contact information
Description: A first time use creates his/her own contact information on the server. This contact information can be used later by other users to populate their own CAB.
Use case 2

Title:   User stores his local address book on the server
Description: A first time user uploads his local address book to the server. This use case describes the creation of a CAB using a local address book.
Use case 3

Title:   User retrieves address book from network
Description:  A user requests to retrieve his/her own CAB from the server.   
Use case 4

Title:   User receives a notification when a contact details change
Description:  The CAB server notifies a user that some fields about one of his contacts changed. The user may accept or reject the notification. If he accepts it, his CAB will be modified to reflect the change and his local address book too.    
Use case 5

Title:   User manages (add/delete/update) his contact information
Description:  The user has a copy of his CAB on his device. He makes some changes to some of his entries and uploads them to the server.
Use case 6

Title:   User devices receive notification when the CAB was updated

Description:  When a user has multiple devices and his CAB was updated from one of them, the other devices will be notified of the changes. The update notification may be used to trigger the update of a local copy of the CAB. This use case is probably covered by the CAB RD Use Case in section 5.1.1.
Additional use cases

Additional use cases may be needed to address the following: 

· User’s authentication: A use case to describe the authorization to access and use of the CAB services  

· User’s authorization: One or two use cases to describe who has the right to do what. In particular, who is allowed to get a copy of a specific CAB, who is allowed the change entries in a specific CAB.
· CAB population: This use case describes how an “authorized” user can use the contact information available on the CAB server about other users to populate his own CAB. As an example, let us assume that Alice created her own contact information as per use case 1. Bob wants to include Alice’s contact information in his own CAB. This use case describes the required steps. 
The above use cases provide a basic set of use cases for the first release of the CAB enabler.
