5.2.1
Short Description

Bob knows Alice’s contact information, and John want Bob share him Alice’s contact information. Then Bob will check if Alice will authorize him to share with John.

Actors

Bob, Alice, and John are subscribers of CAB service.

5.2.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

Bob has Alice’s contact information and unsure if Alice is willing to let other known her contact information

John has Bob’s contact information, but does not know about Alice’s contact information though willing to know,

Alice won’t be interrupted by unknown people

5.2.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

Bob does not offend Alice by sharing her contact information to 3rd user without her permission.

John can get Alice’s contact information

Pre-conditions

1) Bob, Alice and John all are CAB service users.
2)  Bob has a contact entry of Alice’s contact information.
3) John does not know Alice’s contact information.
4) Alice has set her preference about her contact information in CAB service.
a. rule1 --- her contact information is sharable to group members;

b. rule2 --- her contact information is sharable to anyone recommended by Bob;

c. rule3 --- her contact information is sharable for partial information

Post-conditions

1) Bob share John Alice’s contact information according to authorization rules Alice set in CAB service
5.2.5
Normal Flow

1) John has to contact Alice

2) John tries to ask Bob if Bob can share him Alice’s contact information

3) Bob checks for Alice’s authorization via CAB service
4) CAB service may find Bob just matches Alice’s rule 2
5) CAB service will return Bob is granted permission to handle issue on sharing Alice’s contact information.

6) Bob may share John with Alice’s contact information.

7) John can contact Alice.

Alternative Flow
1) John asks Bob about Alice’s contact information

2) Bob asks Alice for confirmation if shares John her contact information

3) Alice allows Bob to share her sharable information, such as gender, birthday, nationality, birth place, and etc.

4) Bob shares John with Alice’s sharable information.

5) John seeks Alice in CAB service with Alice’s sharable information.
6) John check Alice’s authorization to contact
7) John reaches Alice
