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1 Reason for Change

This CR is a revision to OMA-REQ-CAB-2007-0026R01-CR_Basic_CAB_requirements and provides chnages to the earlier CR, based on some offline discussions.
It is understood that CAB provides the ability to store user’s device address book in the network for synchronization purposes and provides additional functionality such as management of user’s contact views, user search, dynamic notification of changes within the CAB system, etc.
The outstanding CAB RD, however, does not represent or address the case where multiple device address books can reside on the same device and can synchronize with multiple CAB servers with a one-to-one relationship. In summary, we see the following 2 combinations of on-device address book(s) and CAB sever(s):
1) Single on-device address book with a single CAB server





In this case, it is a simple one to one relationship wherein a single on-device address book is synchronized with a single CAB server. This scenario appears to have already been addressed with the current CAB RD.

3) Multiple on-device address books with multiple CAB servers





 


This is a many-to-many scenario, wherein multiple on-device address books can be synchronized with multiple CAB servers..In this case, multiple on-device address books can have a one-to-one relationship with multiple CAB services, based on user preferences.
