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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution relates to Action 13 and provides an introduction to hCard and its relationship to the legacy vCard format. 
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution provides necessary information pertaining to hCard including its usage in the Web (e.g. HTML) and its relationship to vCard.
3 Detailed Proposal

hCard is an open format used to represent people’s contact information and is a 1:1 mapping to the standard vCard (RFC 2426). It is important to note that vCard forms the basis of the hCard structure.
hCard is generally referred to as a micro format that can used to directly embed vCard information into the standard web content for e.g. in HTML pages and possibly style them using CSS.

· Represent vCards in XML (for e.g. embedding into web pages as a micro formats)

· Provides vCards with styling capabilities with the use of CSS
· The ability to export vCard information (through hCard) to address books directly from the Web Browser
