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1 Reason for Change

The CR proposes some requirements for CAB user to sharing his CAB to other authorized principals, As a network based address book, the CAB enabler SHALL support blacklist and whitelist when sharing with other authorized principals and the actions, such as adding, changing or removing item from the shared CAB, will be recorded for later inspection.
R01:
According to the discussion in Beijing F2F meeting, delete the first two requirements in HLF, for overlap reason.

Describe the requirement of recording access actions (including events and related data) in detail.
For the following reason, recording access actions is required:
(1) Contact information is of importance to user, CAB enabler should take method to protect users data even in case of user make mistake operation. The CAB enabler should record user deleted data, when user found that he has do error delete, the CAB enabler will restore user’s data on demand.
(2) A CAB user (UserA) may grant another CAB user (UserB) to access (includes: read/write/update/delete) his contact information. If UserA found that his CAB data has been modified, he may appeal the accessing record to view changes and restore data.
