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1 Reason for Contribution

The contribution proposes one new requirement to allow a CAB User to distinguish between different CAB statuses of his/her contacts

2 Summary of Contribution

The contacts that a CAB user can have in his/her address book can include both CAB users and legacy users. 

In order to support a CAB user with information to enable him/her to subscribe to other CAB users, the CAB Enabler could provide CAB status information to CAB users owning a CAB address book. This status could contain various information such as whether the contact is CAB enabled or has a special relationship with the address book owner. The example added in this contribution is subject to SP policies as follows:

· Provide information to a CAB user about the status of his/her contacts (CAB or legacy contact). So a CAB user can identify if one of his/her legacy contacts has become a CAB user (hence the contact personal information can be subscribed to). A CAB user is also able to identify if one of his/her CAB contacts withdraws from the CAB service.
· Provide the CAB User the possibility to flag in a relationship information with a specific contact (whether legacy or CAB enabled).

3 Detailed Proposal

This contribution proposes to add one new high level requirement to capture the CAB Enabler support of the information on the contact status (CAB or legacy contact).

6.1 High-Level Functional Requirements

	The CAB Enabler SHALL be able to provide a CAB User the CAB status  information (e.g. CAB or legacy contact, pending authorisation, corresponding CAB provider, source of contact data, …) of each of his/her contacts, based on service provider policy.
