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1 Reason for Change

Revision 02 changed according to the Conf-call 26/03/08 to change ‘legacy’ to 3rd address book.

Revision 01 includes the comments from the discussion with Motorola, Ericsson and Cingular. It moves the proposed requirement from HLF to IWG, and try to complement the IWG-002 requirement with Generic framework of interworking.
In the transition period of CAB service deployed, there will be still some legacy Address Book services working continuously. For exchanging data with legacy Address Book system without modify legacy Address Book system, CAB should support adaption functionality for compatible data from legacy Address Book system. Below figure shows on exchanging data between legacy address books vs. CAB servers









As discussed in previous conference call, detail technique of the adaption functionalities may dependent on different legacy Address Book system and out of the scope of CAB. But CAB has to be able to support integrating and managing such adaption functionalities, e.g. work with HOOK or CALLBACK techniques.
